j) Carry the hedge trimmer by the handle with the cutter blade stopped .When transporting
or storing the hedge trimmer always fit the cutting device cover . Proper handling of the
hedge trimmer will reduce possible personal injury from the cutter blades.

k) Do not start the hedge trimmer with the blade cover fitted.

I) Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct
power tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.

m) Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool that
cannot be controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

Gently pull on the cord to ensure that it
is firmly attached at the handle. With its unique design the hedge Trimmer can be used to trim and shape hard to reach areas of

Step 3 - Switch on /off

1. Start trimming at the point nearest to the electricity supply and work away from it.
2. Keep the mains cable behind you at all times. Make sure that it is not in the path of the blade.

3. When trimming, the blade should be tilted towards the hedge. Always trim from the bottom
upwards.

4. Trim the sides of the hedge first and then trim the top.

5. If the branches are very long, they should be cut back in several stages.

6. Make sure that there are no hard objects in the hedge, such as railings, that could damage the

blade.
